Jesus said If you Love Me, You Will Obey My Commandments !

Hebrews 13:17

17 Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for
your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with
grief: for that is unprofitable for you.

Obey them that have rule over you. God has placed our Pastors over this part of the
Lord’s body. Your Pastor is charged by God to watch over your souls and they must give
an account unto God for each of you. Therefore be obedient unto the man of God that his
job will be with joy and not with grief. Because we also one day will answer to God.

I will ask you a question; Who needs a preacher? The word says in Romans 10:13,

Romans 10: 8-10

8 But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is,
the word of faith, which we preach;

9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine
heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.

10 For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is
made unto salvation.

Romans 10:13-15

13 For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.

14 How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they
believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher?
15 And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the
feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!

Church, You need a preacher! You need a Pastor! A shepherd to lead the flock.
You need the five-fold ministry---Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors, and Teachers.

Ephesians 4: 11-13

11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some,
pastors and teachers;

12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the
body of Christ:

13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God,
unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:



Jesus Christ has placed your Pastor as the watchman over the flock.

Ezekiel 3: 17-21

17 Son of man, | have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel: therefore hear the
word at my mouth, and give them warning from me.

18 When | say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning,
nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked
man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand.

19 Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from his
wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul.

20 Again, When a righteous man doth turn from his righteousness, and commit iniquity,
and | lay a stumblingblock before him, he shall die: because thou hast not given him
warning, he shall die in his sin, and his righteousness which he hath done shall not be
remembered; but his blood will | require at thine hand.

21 Nevertheless if thou warn the righteous man, that the righteous sin not, and he doth
not sin, he shall surely live, because he is warned; also thou hast delivered thy soul.

Church take heed, the wickedness of the wicked will not condemn them in the day they
do right; but for their righteousness they shall live! Neither will the righteousness of the
righteous save them in the day that they do evil---- but for their evil they shall die!

Let me tell you “The True Story”, the tragic story, of the First Great King of Israel—King
Saul-and how his disobedience to the man of God,; his disobedience to God’s
commandment, cost him his Kingship, his salvation; his life; and his very soul!

| Samuel 15: 1-3

15:1 Samuel also said unto Saul, The LORD sent me to anoint thee to be king over his
people, over Israel: now therefore hearken thou unto the voice of the words of the LORD.
2 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, | remember that which Amalek did to Israel, how he
laid wait for him in the way, when he came up from Egypt.

3 Now go and smite Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have, and spare them not;
but slay both man and woman, infant and suckling, ox and sheep, camel and ass.

In verses1-3 God’s commandment to King Saul—given to Saul by God’s prophet;
Samuel. Even a King was subject to God’s commandment. He said now go and smite
Amalek and utterly destroy all that they have. You may ask, why, this commandment?

Deuteronomy 25: 17-19 reads,

17 Remember what Amalek did unto thee by the way, when ye were come forth out of
Egypt;

18 How he met thee by the way, and smote the hindmaost of thee, even all that were
feeble behind thee, when thou wast faint and weary; and he feared not God.
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19 Therefore it shall be, when the LORD thy God hath given thee rest from all thine
enemies round about, in the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee for an inheritance
to possess it, that thou shalt blot out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven;
thou shalt not forget it.

I Samuel 15: 7-11

7 And Saul smote the Amalekites from Havilah until thou comest to Shur, that is over
against Egypt.

8 And he took Agag the king of the Amalekites alive, and utterly destroyed all the people
with the edge of the sword.

9 But Saul and the people spared Agag, and the best of the sheep, and of the oxen, and of
the fatlings, and the lambs, and all that was good, and would not utterly destroy them: but
every thing that was vile and refuse, that they destroyed utterly.

10 Then came the word of the LORD unto Samuel, saying,

11 It repenteth me that | have set up Saul to be king: for he is turned back from following
me, and hath not performed my commandments. And it grieved Samuel; and he cried
unto the LORD all night.

Church are we going to grieve our Pastor because of disobedience so that he must cry
unto God continuously for us, lest God cast us off-lest God withdraw His blessing from
us. Lest God repent that He saved us!

I Samuel 15: 13-29

13 And Samuel came to Saul: and Saul said unto him, Blessed be thou of the LORD: |
have performed the commandment of the LORD.

14 And Samuel said, What meaneth then this bleating of the sheep in mine ears, and the
lowing of the oxen which | hear?

15 And Saul said, They have brought them from the Amalekites: for the people spared
the best of the sheep and of the oxen, to sacrifice unto the LORD thy God; and the rest
we have utterly destroyed.

16 Then Samuel said unto Saul, Stay, and | will tell thee what the LORD hath said to me
this night. And he said unto him, Say on.

17 And Samuel said, When thou wast little in thine own sight, wast thou not made the
head of the tribes of Israel, and the LORD anointed thee king over Israel?

18 And the LORD sent thee on a journey, and said, Go and utterly destroy the sinners the
Amalekites, and fight against them until they be consumed.

19 Wherefore then didst thou not obey the voice of the LORD, but didst fly upon the
spoil, and didst evil in the sight of the LORD?

20 And Saul said unto Samuel, Yea, | have obeyed the voice of the LORD, and have
gone the way which the LORD sent me, and have brought Agag the king of Amalek, and
have utterly destroyed the Amalekites.



21 But the people took of the spoil, sheep and oxen, the chief of the things which should
have been utterly destroyed, to sacrifice unto the LORD thy God in Gilgal.

22 And Samuel said, Hath the LORD as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as
in obeying the voice of the LORD? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to
hearken than the fat of rams.

23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry.
Because thou hast rejected the word of the LORD, he hath also rejected thee from being
King.

24 And Saul said unto Samuel, I have sinned: for I have transgressed the commandment
of the LORD, and thy words: because | feared the people, and obeyed their voice.

25 Now therefore, I pray thee, pardon my sin, and turn again with me, that | may
worship the LORD.

26 And Samuel said unto Saul, I will not return with thee: for thou hast rejected the word
of the LORD, and the LORD hath rejected thee from being king over Israel.

27 And as Samuel turned about to go away, he laid hold upon the skirt of his mantle, and
it rent.

28 And Samuel said unto him, The LORD hath rent the kingdom of Israel from thee this
day, and hath given it to a neighbour of thine, that is better than thou.

29 And also the Strength of Israel will not lie nor repent: for he is not a man, that he
should repent.

Wherefore then didst thou not obey the voice of the lord? Behold to obey is better than
sacrifice and to hearken than the fat of rams. Finally Saul said, | have sinned!

Church take warning! Take warning lest God take our blessings and give them to another
because of our disobedience.

Warning (rebellion against the Pastor)! For rebellion (disobedience) is as the sin of
witchcraft; not to obey the man of God, when he speak’s. Thus saith the Lord—is
rebellion-----and is the same as the sin of witchcraft, devil worship—and stubbornness is
as iniquity and Idoltry.

Leviticus 20: 6

6 And the soul that turneth after such as have familiar spirits, and after wizards, to go a
whoring after them, | will even set my face against that soul, and will cut him off from
among his people.

God spoke to Israel—suffer not a witch to live.



Church take warning and obey—stay away from those who worship satan that have
familiar spirits of demons, stay away from fortune tellers, palm readers, astrologers, and
all of these so called psychic friends on television. These aren’t friends, they are our
enemies, they desire to destroy our SOULS!

I Samuel 28: 3-19

3 Now Samuel was dead, and all Israel had lamented him, and buried him in Ramabh,
even in his own city. And Saul had put away those that had familiar spirits, and the
wizards, out of the land.

4 And the Philistines gathered themselves together, and came and pitched in Shunem:
and Saul gathered all Israel together, and they pitched in Gilboa.

5 And when Saul saw the host of the Philistines, he was afraid, and his heart greatly
trembled.

6 And when Saul inquired of the LORD, the LORD answered him not, neither by
dreams, nor by Urim, nor by prophets.

7 Then said Saul unto his servants, Seek me a woman that hath a familiar spirit, that |
may go to her, and inquire of her. And his servants said to him, Behold, there is a woman
that hath a familiar spirit at Endor.

8 And Saul disguised himself, and put on other raiment, and he went, and two men with
him, and they came to the woman by night: and he said, | pray thee, divine unto me by
the familiar spirit, and bring me him up, whom | shall name unto thee.

9 And the woman said unto him, Behold, thou knowest what Saul hath done, how he
hath cut off those that have familiar spirits, and the wizards, out of the land: wherefore
then layest thou a snare for my life, to cause me to die?

10 And Saul sware to her by the LORD, saying, As the LORD liveth, there shall no
punishment happen to thee for this thing.

11 Then said the woman, Whom shall | bring up unto thee? And he said, Bring me up
Samuel.

12 And when the woman saw Samuel, she cried with a loud voice: and the woman spake
to Saul, saying, Why hast thou deceived me? for thou art Saul.

13 And the king said unto her, Be not afraid: for what sawest thou? And the woman said
unto Saul, | saw gods ascending out of the earth.

14 And he said unto her, What form is he of? And she said, An old man cometh up; and
he is covered with a mantle. And Saul perceived that it was Samuel, and he stooped with
his face to the ground, and bowed himself.

15 And Samuel said to Saul, Why hast thou disquieted me, to bring me up? And Saul
answered, | am sore distressed; for the Philistines make war against me, and God is
departed from me, and answereth me no more, neither by prophets, nor by dreams:
therefore | have called thee, that thou mayest make known unto me what I shall do.

16 Then said Samuel, Wherefore then dost thou ask of me, seeing the LORD is departed
from thee, and is become thine enemy?



17 And the LORD hath done to him, as he spake by me: for the LORD hath rent the
kingdom out of thine hand, and given it to thy neighbour, even to David:

18 Because thou obeyedst not the voice of the LORD, nor executedst his fierce wrath
upon Amalek, therefore hath the LORD done this thing unto thee this day.

19 Moreover the LORD will also deliver Israel with thee into the hand of the Philistines:
and to morrow shalt thou and thy sons be with me: the LORD also shall deliver the host
of Israel into the hand of the Philistines.

Saul’s continued sin he was seeking out a witch, a devil. | say again to you, Church take
warning, witches, wizards, fortune tellers, wickens, palm readers, psychic friends, these
all are of the devil. We are the children of light, not of darkness---our father is God---not
satan. We are the children of the day, not of the night.

It is a sin for us to communicate with these people who are possessed of the devil. It is
spiritual adultery against God. God says why go to the dead for the living. These people
are dead and if you go to them with your problems you also will become dead-for God
will cast you off!

We the children of God must always come to God with our problems for he is a living
God and we are alive in him---and God’s man is the Pastor—God’s Minister. Again | say
church take warning! Obey them in God who have the rule over you! Be obedient to your
Pastor and live!

Even Jesus, though He were a son; yet He learned obedience through the things that He
suffered.
